only three feet high. Until seven years old, Lorreta always wore flour sack her mummy sewed as
dress. However, with her unyielding spirit and unceasingly struggling, Lorreta went on and up,
became the queen of country music and a millionaire.l didn’t know the name of Lorreta Lynn until |
watched the movie"coal miner’'s daughter”, this movie led me to this book.
